6. What happens to us at Baptism?

Jesus’ Baptism in the Jordan River by John the Baptist marks the beginning of his public life and signifies his public acceptance of his Mission on earth. The voice of God calls out and announces that Jesus is his Beloved Son and the Holy Spirit comes upon Jesus. This tells us 2 significant things about Jesus:
· Jesus is the Son of God the Father
· The Father anointed Jesus with the Holy Spirit

The Father sent his only Son so that we might know his love. Jesus came to save us from sin and death and to reconcile us with God. Jesus, himself God, took on human nature without losing his divine nature. He did this so that we might share in his divinity and have eternal life, which is his mission.

Because in Jesus Christ the human and divine are perfectly united, he is the perfect mediator between God and humanity. God is able to fully reveal his loving plan for us through Jesus Christ.

By believing in him and in giving ourselves to him with our whole heart, mind, and soul, the Holy Spirit will help us become more fully the image of God, which is our ultimate destiny.
