Getting to Know your Compendium

· Pronounced “comependeeum”… means “a comprehensive but brief account of a subject, especially in book form”

· It’s purpose is to be a companion to the larger Catechism. Like the Catechism, it is separated into 4 parts. 

· The Compendium has 3 principle characteristics: 1. it’s close reliance on the Catechism, 2. the dialogical format, and 3. the use of artistic images.

· At first glance, each page contains a lot of numbers. The number at the above the line is the page number. The number in bold print is the number of the question. The smaller numbers in the margins are the Catechism’s corresponding sections’ numbers (not the page numbers).
